Traffic Safety 2009-2010

Due to the bottleneck traffic that occurs before and after school in front of the Emerson campus, we are requesting your assistance with this dangerous situation, and ask you to follow these traffic safety guidelines:

· Abide by the no parking zones on Selby. These zones are designated as drop off and pick up areas only – There is absolutely no parking permitted.  Do not leave your vehicle. These rules are in effect until 8:30 AM and again from 2:30 – 3:30 PM.

· For safety and flow of traffic, drop your student off directly in front of the school, not on the south side of Selby. Never drop your child off in the street. Do not let your child walk between vehicles. Pull all the way up to the curb as far as possible in the loading zone. Arrive early so all students can be dropped off and arrive in class on time. Open the car door on the curbside only to allow students to exit or enter the vehicle.  Do not allow jay walking – it is dangerous and against the law. Remember, you are teaching your students how to maneuver safely in traffic.

· The staff parking lot is off limits to all but staff and the driveway is not for pull in drop-off or pick-up. 
· We suggest you drop off your student a block or two away and allow your student to walk the remaining distance.

· Consider using alternate pick up points, if possible, to avoid congestion.

The safety of our students is of the utmost significance. Although we all agree in theory, when running late, we have all made “exceptions” for ourselves. What we need, however, is a conscientious application of role modeling and rule following--with a little planning and thoughtfulness for safe drop off and pick ups of your students.
